What is in this leaflet?

Please read this leaflet carefully
before you use BACTROBAN nasal
ointment, or before helping someone
elseto use BACTROBAN nasdl
ointment.

This leaflet answers some common
guestions about BACTROBAN nasal
ointment. It does not contain all of
the available information.

It does not take the place of talking to
your doctor or pharmacist.

All medicines have risks and
benefits. Y our doctor has weighed
the expected benefits of you using
BACTROBAN nasal ointment
against the risks this medicine could
have for you.

If you have any concer ns about
using thismedicine, ask your
doctor or pharmacist.

Keep thisleaflet with the medicine.
Y ou may need to read it again.

Mupirocin belongs to a group of
medicines called antibiotics.
Antibiotics work by killing bacteria
which can cause infection.
BACTROBAN nasa ointment is
used to remove bacteria, including
the bacteria called 'Staphylococcus
aureus (golden staph.) from inside
your hose. BACTROBAN nasal
ointment isfor use in your nose only.

Y our doctor may have prescribed
BACTROBAN nasal ointment for
another reason.

Thereis no evidence that
BACTROBAN nasal ointment is
addictive.

Before you use
BACTROBAN nasal
ointment

What BACTROBAN
nasal ointment is used
for

BACTROBAN nasal ointment
contains mupirocin (2% w/w) as the
active ingredient.

When you must not use it:

Do not use BACTROBAN nasal

ointment if you have an allergy to:

« any medicine containing
mupirocin

« any of theingredientslisted at the
end of thisleaflet.

Some of the symptoms of an allergic

reaction may include:

» shortness of breath

» wheezing or difficulty breathing

» swelling of the face, lips, tongue
or other parts of the body

e rash, itching or hives on the skin

Do not use BACTROBAN nasal
ointment after the expiry date
(EXP) printed on the pack has
passed, or if the packagingistorn
or shows signs of tampering.

If it has expired or is damaged, return
it to your pharmacist for disposal.

If you are not surewhether you
should start using this medicine,
talk to your doctor.

Before you start to use it:

Tell your doctor if you have any
allergiesto foods, dyes,
preservatives or any other
medicines.

Tell your doctor if you areusing
any other medicines, including
medicines you buy without a
prescription.

Tell your doctor if you are
breastfeeding, pregnant or trying
to become pregnant.

Y our doctor will discuss the risks and
benefits with you.

BACTROBAN nasal ointment
should not be used to treat
infectionsin or near the eyes.

Medicineslike BACTROBAN
nasal ointment can cause
inflammation of the colon (large
intesting), causing diarrhoea,
usually with blood and mucus,
stomach pain, fever
(pseudomembranous calitis). Tell
your doctor assoon as possible if
you get any of these symptoms.
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Taking other medicines

Do not mix BACTROBAN nasal
ointment with any other
preparation. They may prevent
BACTROBAN nasal ointment
from working.

How to use
BACTROBAN nasal
ointment

Follow your doctor's instructions
about how and when to use
BACTROBAN nasal ointment.
Please read the direction |abel
carefully.

If you have any questions about
BACTROBAN nasal ointment and
how to useiit, please ask your doctor
or pharmacist.

How much to use:

Use BACTROBAN nasal ointment
as directed by your doctor or
pharmacist.

BACTROBAN nasa ointment is
usually applied two or threetimes a
day. Your doctor or pharmacist will
tell you how many times to apply the
ointment.

How to use it:

Alwayswash your hands before
and after applying BACTROBAN
nasal ointment.

Squeeze a small amount (about the
size of amatchstick head) onto the
tip of your little finger and apply to
theinside surface at the front of each
nostril. Gently press your nostrils
together to help spread the ointment
throughout your nose. A swab, such
as a cotton bud may be used for
application to infants or patients who
arevery ill.

How long to use it for:

Use BACTROBAN nasal ointment
for aslong as your doctor or
pharmacist tells you to.
BACTROBAN nasa ointment is
usually applied for between 5 and 7
days. Do not use for more than 10

days.
Do not stop using BACTROBAN
nasal ointment, or change the dose

without first checking with your
doctor.

If you miss a dose:

If you forget an application, apply
some BACTROBAN nasal ointment
as soon as you can, then continue as
before.

If you take too much
(overdose):

Immediately telephone your doctor
or Poisons Information Centre (In
Australia call 13 11 26) for advice,
if you think you or anyone else
may have used too much
BACTROBAN nasal ointment or
swallowed accidently, even if there
are no signs of discomfort or
poisoning.

If you arenot surewhat to do,
contact your doctor, pharmacist or
nearest hospital.

K eep the ointment away from your
eyes. If BACTROBAN nasd
ointment is accidentally applied to
the eyes, wash the eyes thoroughly
with water.

Things you must not do:

Do not give thismedicineto anyone
else, even if their symptoms seem
similar toyours.

Do not use BACTROBAN nasal
ointment to treat any other
complaints unlessyour doctor says
to.

Do not mix BACTROBAN nasal
ointment with any other preparation.
They may prevent BACTROBAN
nasal ointment from working.

It isimportant that you take the full
course of BACTROBAN nasd
ointment. Don't stop early asthe
amount of bacteriain your nose may
not be reduced.

Side effects

While you are using
BACTROBAN nasal
ointment

Things you must do:

Tell your doctor if, for any reason,
you have not used your medicine
exactly asdirected.

Otherwise, your doctor may think
that it was not working asit should
and change your treatment
unnecessarily.

Stop using BACTROBAN nasa
ointment and tell your doctor if you
develop an dlergic reaction (such as
arash, local pain or swelling).

Check with your doctor assoon as
possibleif you think you are
experiencing any side effects or
allergic reactionsdueto using
BACTROBAN nasal ointment,
even if the problem isnot listed
below.

Like other medicines, BACTROBAN
nasal ointment can cause some side
effects. If they occur, they are most
likely to be minor and temporary.
However, some may be serious and
need medical attention.

The most commonly reported side
effects are:

e lrritation

* ltching

e Tingling

e Burning

e Stinging

* Soreness

* Post nasal drip

e Sinuspain

* Runny or blocked nose
e Facia pain
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« Conjunctivitis

Allergic reactions such asarash,
hives or swelling can occur with the
use of BACTROBAN nasal
ointment.

Tell your doctor immediately if
you hotice any of the following:

e Wheezing, swelling of the
lips/mouth, difficulty in
breathing, hayfever, lumpy
rash (hives) or fainting. These
could be symptoms of an
allergic reaction.

Thisisnot acomplete list of all
possible side effects. Others may
occur in some people and there may
be some side effects not yet known.

Do not be alarmed by thislist of
possible side effects. You may not
experience any of them.

After using
BACTROBAN nasal
ointment

Storage:

K eep this medicine where children
cannot reach it, such asin alocked
cupboard.

Y ou should keep BACTROBAN
nasal ointment in the original pack
below 25°C.

Do not leavein a car, on a window
sill or in the bathroom.

Return any unused or expired
medicine to your pharmacist.

What BACTROBAN nasal
ointment looks like:

BACTROBAN nasal ointment isa
white ointment supplied in 3 g tubes.

Ingredients:

BACTROBAN nasal ointment
contains the active ingredient
mupirocin.

BACTROBAN nasal ointment also
contains the following inactive
ingredients: white soft paraffin and
Softisan 649 (a mixture of natural
vegetable fatty acids).
